Storage Conditions:

The storage period is within 12 months after the completion of production. Be sure to follow the storage condi-
tions (temperature: -5 to 35°C, humidity: 75% RH Max).If the storage period elapses, the soldering of the
terminal electrodes may deteriorate.The warranty period is one year.

When applying conformal coating for product protection, materials with a high shrinkage rate should be avoid-
ed.If such materials must be used, it is recommended to apply silicone around the inductor core in a closed
loop to prevent the conformal coating from flowing into or penetrating the windings, thereby avoiding open-cir-
cuit failures caused by the coating's thermal stress.
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
